Additional 2011 accomplishments:

The United Way of Colquitt County manages the Tommy Bender fund which provides assistance to local Girl and
Boy Scouts. In 2011 the Tommy Bender fund provided $1626 to Boy Scout Troop #400 and Girl Scout Troop #443
for assistance with Summer Camp fees and uniforms, handbooks and pins.

Teens Taking Charge (TTC ) The United Way of Colquitt County biannually holds a program called Teens Taking
Charge. This program that involves the youth of our community and was established in 2008 with funding from the
United Way Board of Directors. It allows teens to serve as a grant making committee. The panel is made up of teens
from the Chamber of Commerce Leadership Colquitt County Program and they award $2000 in grant money for pro-
grams/projects that are geared for young people of the Colquitt County area, age 18 and under. The TTC program
provides a unique opportunity for teens to assume leadership roles by giving back to their communities through ser-
vice, and by working with other teens to address local concerns or needs through the funding of youth programs. In
2011 they awarded $500 to the Toy Shop for assistance to the hearing impaired; $500 to the Serenity House after-
school program; $200 to the Boys and Girls Club teen evening program; $300 to the Lifespring Afterschool program;
and $500 to the Friendship Baptist Church Summer youth program.

Born Learning Trail - United Way Worldwide developed the Born Learning initiative and materials. The United Way
of Colquitt County partnered with the City of Moultrie and the YMCA to develop the trail. United Way provided $5000
toward the cost of building the educational trail for toddlers and their caregivers.

During 2011 United Way of Colquitt County provided $1000 in disaster assistance to assist with recovery after the
tornadoes in the Southeast.

Emergency Food and Shelter National Board Program United Way annually convenes the board, accepts applica-
tions and monitors and reports on the funding from this program. These funds are used for food, shelter, rent, utilities
and other shelter items. In 2011 Colquitt County received $18,754.

Community Impact The United Way board finalized the process for Community Impact grants in the areas of
Health targeting: Healthy Beginnings, Healthy Eating & Physical activity, and Access to Health Care. The process
was rolled out to the community in August with grant proposals due in January 2012. This is a 3 year award potential
of $10,000 per year for 3 years.

Dictionary Project Annually United Way provides assistance to make possible the Dictionary Project which provides
a Student Dictionary to every 3rd Grader in Colquitt County.

Day of Action 2011 was held September 21 where 55 volunteers worked at 6 agencies on projects of need. Chil-
dr en s Toy Shop, Colquitt County Arts Center, Hero
tat for Humanity all had volunteer teams to come and work at their agencies.

Community Investment Committee

Each year the United Way board members serve on the community investment committees to determine the most effective allo-
cation of the funds for 2012. Non board members assist with this process and represent a pool of donors from their respective
companies. The board members and volunteers spent more than 200 volunteer hours during May and June meeting with partner
agencies to determine the most effective allocation of funding for the 2012 campaign dollars. The committee allocated $304,800
for 2012. The goal was set for $420,000 to allow for shrinkage, fundraising and management/general expenses.
